Project Description

1  Describe the proposed project.  This project is aimed at engaging students in reading – by utilizing new technology and internet access to content. Students will be asked to participate in a 30-60 second recorded presentation on a book they’ve read and enjoyed. These talks will then be posted on a website, retrievable by a number of categories (title, author, genre of book, or first name of presenter). The project will meet a number of the FFI emphasis areas:

· increase student access to technology and online resources;

· create innovative strategies for accelerating the academic progress of students via technology; 

· increase workforce preparedness; 

· develop new approaches to measure the impact of educational technology on student learning;

2. In which classes / at what time during the school year will you implement this project?

Anytime, Anywhere! These files will be web-accessible by students whenever they want to view or listen to them.  September – design web page layout, market concept to students

October – tape students giving booktalks, upload live site, market site to students/staff/parents.  The goal is to market the idea first to students who read a lot – and encourage them to tape their booktalks by stopping in the library for a recording session. By the end of October, we should have enough booktalks on tape to go live with the website. The website is already available (I own and run a site large enough for the media files and increased web traffic) and a design for access will be drawn in September.

3.  Describe with whom and how you will you will share this project.   The site will be made available to the general public – but marketed to the Irvington school community. Due to the nature of the internet and liability issues, all students and parents will sign a permission to have their child present in video on the web. 

4.  Describe the collaborators in this project and their roles.  Students and Parents supporting reading in the classroom – students viewing peer recommendations via video on the web. Library Technician assistance in overseeing the logistics of the recording sessions.

5. Assess the effectiveness in meeting its objectives.  If awarded, a follow-up/implementation report will be due by September 1, 2007.  The most clear indication of success will be the number of hits to the site and the amount of time a video booktalk was viewed. These statistics will be tracked via AWStats.
