Inspired Group Work 3-hour Training Module
PURPOSE of LESSON:

· Hands-on experience using Inspiration software
· Understanding of Multiple Intelligences
· Group roles and approaches to using group work in the classroom

BEFORE THE SESSION

· Ensure Inspiration works on any  login
· Put on Wall:

· Put on screen: 

· Good News:

· Yes, this is a test. 
· Better News:

· There is no way to get a bad grade on it
· Put on table:
· Pencils & Face-Down Test
5 minutes - MEET & GREET
· As participants enter
· Ask if they’ve used inspiration before – note who has and ensure they sit next to people who haven’t when on the computers
· Ask students to sit at round tables first (for test)
20 minutes - DO

· Administer MI Test
· When all are done, tally and discuss implications for learning, teaching

· Hand-out “roles” played by people with strengths in various areas

45 minutes - DO

· Inspired
· Students logon and open Inspiration. Whole group watches and completes model (visual mind-map) based on Multiple Intelligences

BREAK – 10 minutes

20 minutes - DO

· Group roles
· In groups of three, assign presenter (linguistic), producer (visual), and organizer (mathematic or interpersonal)

· Each group member to read one article about group roles and summarize for rest of group (*ask the stronger readers to read the longer article!*) 
· Wander and help
45 minutes - DO

· Design
· Students create a visual (Inspiration) detailing at least one project that can be used in class utilizing group work (all team members will design using software)
· Included in the presentation will be 

· How roles are assigned

· How project is graded

· How group effort is graded

· Wander and help

· At end, students turn in their “final” Inspired visual via USB flash drive 

· Load onto presentation computer

BREAK – 5 minutes

25 minutes - DO

· Present & Grade
· Groups present to rest of class; whole class grades presentation

· When all presentations are complete, students grade each other on their group work
